Officer Reports

Lynn reported that as of January 1, 2009, funds were lost from the 19 ULA members who are no longer on the books.  Deposits were not made for these members in January.  Shirley, Lynn and Mike Woolley will draft an e-mail to be sent to the 19 ULA employees providing information relative to payment of dues if the employees want to remain members of this chapter.  Mike stated that there may only be five or six of the 19 that will remain members.

Lynn briefed that there was a change to the manner in which corporate sends the dues for Boeing NMA members.  Previously corporate direct deposited the dues into the NMA account, now corporate will be mailing a check for these dues.

Team Captains will be submitting pledges to Christina by the end of this week.  Christina will submit the pledges to Junior Achievement.
